A. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:02pm by Stacy Blackwell.

B. Roll Call

C. Adoption of agenda for May 18, 2016 meeting.
John Emerson moved to adopt the agenda as amended. Carl Grending seconded. There was no opposition. Action approved.  
D. Approval of minutes April 13, 2016
Carl Grending moved to approve the meeting minutes for the April 13, 2016. Yasine Armstrong seconded. Motion carried without change.
E. Public Comment: No member of the public was present.
F. Finance- Rebekah Runyan, Business Manager
a. 2016-17 Budget Presentation 

Rebekah Runyan noted that the budget was submitted to APS on April 22, 2016 and the budget analyst from PED is reviewing it today. 
b. Action Proposed – Approval of accounts payable voucher
Rebekah Runyan presented the accounts payable vouchers and the payroll vouchers. Carl Grending noted that the Finance Committee previously reviewed the vouchers and found nothing of concern.  Carl Grending moved to approve the accounts payable vouchers. Yasine Armstrong seconded. Motion carried without change.
c. Action Proposed – Approval of payroll vouchers
Carl Grending moved to approve the payroll vouchers. Yasine Armstrong seconded. Motion carried without change.
d. Action Proposed – Approval of BARs

e. Rebekah Runyan noted that one BAR is to accommodate an increase in IDEA-B funding, one BAR is a maintenance BAR to move money from the 1000 function to all of the 2000 functions, and that the final BAR is for SB-9 to record the 1% fee that we never receive nor pay out from that allocation but it is required to account for it.

Carl Grending moved to approve the BARs as presented. John Emerson seconded. Motion carried without change.
G. Governing Council 
a. Committee Reports: 
Facilities (C. Grending); Carl Grending reported meeting with a solar power company and the owner of the facility about placing solar panels on our facility. Carl Grending noted that the solar company assessed CIS’ energy use as in the upper tier category and too much energy is being used and recommended an electrical use audit.

Audit (R. Ledbetter); No new information was presented.

Recruitment (Y. Armstrong); Yasine Armstrong reported that she has received two letters of interest from the parent community and has heard that others may be interested.
Technology/Energy Efficiency (J. Emerson); No new information was presented.
H. Head of School Report

a. Bilingual Program application

Dr. Diaz presented the Bilingual Education application and requested approval of the application from the board.  Dr. Diaz reported that CIS has 28 English Language Learners and the funds received help support these students.
b. Fine Arts Application

Dr. Diaz presented the Fine Arts application which funds our Elementary school arts program.

c. GC Retreat 

Dr. Diaz noted that Mark Tolley can’t make the June 8 retreat date and would like to reschedule the event for June 10th from 8:00am to 12:00pm.
I. Other Business/ GC Member Comment: Stacy Blackwell inquired about positions for next year. Dr. Diaz reported that we still have an opening for the Humanities teacher and .5 PE positions and CIS has hired a new 6th grade teacher who is bilingual and very enthusiastic to join CIS.
Stacy Blackwell inquired about the opportunities for juniors next year to take more than 2 college classes. Dr. Diaz reported that the opportunity to take more classes is available with approval and that this change is in response to recent situations in which students have done very poorly with college classes and have damaged their grade point averages due to an inability to self-monitor and self-motivate.
