APPROVED MEETING MINUTES
A. Call to Order  
The meeting was called to order at 5:00pm by Carl Grending.
B. Roll Call
Carl Grending, John Emerson, Stacy Blackwell, Justin Sawyer, Rhonda Ledbetter, Joe Lopez and Dr. Nora Scherzinger were present. Yasine Armstrong arrived late at 5:10pm.

C. Adoption of agenda for meeting. 
Dr. Nora Scherzinger moved to adopt the agenda as presented. John Emerson seconded. There was no opposition. Action approved.
D. Approval of minutes for November 18, 2015.
Stacy Blackwell moved to approve the meeting minutes as presented. John Emerson seconded. There was no opposition. Action approved.
E. Staff Update presentation
i) PARCC Test Results – Sheley WImmer, Test Coordinator
Sheley Wimmer was not present. Dr. Elsy Diaz (CIS Head of School) was presented the data.  Dr. Diaz reported that overall students from 3rd through 12th grade met or exceeded PARCC national averages in math and reading. Carl Grending and Nora Scherzinger requested further analysis of the data. Dr. Diaz noted that she and Sheley Wimmer will present the disaggregated data at the January GC meeting.
F. Governing Council 
Committee Reports: 
SAC Liaison (S. Blackwell)—Stacy Blackwell noted that the SAC discussed parking policies.

Facilities (C. Grending)—Carl Grending had no new information to present.
Audit (R. Ledbetter)—Rhonda Ledbetter shared no information regarding audit.
Recruitment (Y. Armstrong)—Yasine Armstrong reported that she spoke with two individuals to fill the upcoming vacancies to be left by Carl Grending and Yasine Armstrong and noted that she would have more information in the near future.

Technology/Energy Efficiency (J. Emerson)—John Emerson stated that he is running for a position with the National Academy of Sciences in NM which could provide better access to the local science community.  John Emerson further noted an interest in discussing with Sheley Wimmer developing a solar power project for the CIS building involving students collecting data regarding savings and power usage.
Head of School Search Update- Stacy Blackwell and Dr. Scherzinger 
Stacy Blackwell reported that she has yet to receive any paper applications as per the advertisement requirement but has received significant number of emailed resumes through Indeed.com.  Stacy Blackwell further reported a parent offer to identify and contact leaders in the field to inform them of the position and encourage application submission. Dr. Nora Scherzinger noted that this offer could be considered in mid-January if the committee felt it necessary.
G. Finance 

i) Budget Update – Rebekah Runyan, Business Manager 
Rebekah Runyan presented the current state of the CIS budget and noted that expenditures for this month are well below that of the same month last year.  Rebekah Runyan further reported that CIS has currently spent or encumbered 97% of the operating budget. Dr. Diaz reported that $10,000 from the reserves was used to hire the new science teacher who is very experienced and National Board Certified.
ii) BARS: Action Proposed-Vote
Rebekah Runyan presented BAR 0027-I to accommodate an increase in the Perkins Grant amount and BAR 0028-M to move funds to accommodate professional development, benefits of a new employee, and supply assets.

Dr. Nora Scherzing moved to approve BARs 0027 and 0028. Stacy Blackwell seconded. There was no opposition.
H. Head of School  Report  – Dr. Elsy Diaz
i) Dual Enrollment Policy
Dr. Elsy Diaz presented a dual enrollment grading scale that would change the current 4.0 grading scale to a 5.0 scale in order to accommodate students in dual enrollment classes. Joe Lopez expressed concerns about the difficulties of fairly administering a weighted grading scale. Diaz recommended that no change occur.  
(1) Action Proposed-Vote
Dr. Scherzinger moved not to modify the grading scale for dual enrollment classes. Yasine Armstrong stated that if the policy is changed in the future this should not be grandfathered in but should begin with the incoming class subsequent to the vote. Yasine Armstrong seconded. There was no opposition.

J. Other Business/ GC Member Comment:  There was no GC comment offered. 
K. Adjournment

Justin Sawyer moved to adjourn the meeting. Stacy Blackwell seconded. There was no opposition. The meeting was adjourned at 6:00pm.
