K. Head Administrator’s Report  – Dr. Elsy Diaz
a) Proposed Draft Budget: Schedule special meeting date for approval of budget
Dr. Diaz noted that the 9.10.B5 will not be available until next week but with using the current information the proposed CIS budget may be approximately $200,000 lower than the current budget.  Dr. Diaz noted that the current draft budget is very rough and the numbers will change significantly.  Dr. Diaz reported that the budget is due to APS by May 18th.  Dr. Diaz offered to send out a doodle poll to schedule a special meeting to review the budget before the May 13th GC meeting.
